● If your child tests 
positive, call the school 
immediately

● If they test negative, 
they can return to 
school. Please inform us 
in advance. If other 
members of the 
household were 
self-isolating they can 
now stop

● If the other person tests 
positive, your child 
should continue to 
self-isolate

● If the other person tests 
negative, your child can 
return to school
