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Dear Parents/Carers

As our first half term draws to a close, we would like to thank you for your continued co-operation
with regards to the pick-up and drop-off times. It is important that this continues to ensure we are
following government guidelines and maintaining our separate bubbles. We are continually reviewing our
safety and school procedures. Your children wash their hands multiple times in day and whilst this is
essential it does have an impact on curriculum time. As a result we are making a few changes to help us
maximize learning, these are as listed below.

Indoor Shoes
After half term, Year 1 and Year 2 will no longer need to bring indoor shoes to wear to school.

Ventilation

Now the weather is becoming colder, it is important to ensure that all children have weather
appropriate clothing including a warm waterproof coat, hat and gloves and that KS1 children also wear
a t-shirt/vest under their school uniform. This extra layer means we can keep our windows open to
support ventilation in line with government advice. Our YR children already have access continually to
the outdoors and are dressed appropriately.

Year 2 PE

On Wednesdays, please may the children in Year 2 come to school in their outdoor PE kit (trainers,
warm jogging bottoms, house team t-short and hoodie). We will provide an additional t-shirt in their
house colour. Children will still require a separate indoor PE kit (shorts, house team t-shirt and
plimsols).

COVID Symptoms

Please can we kindly request that children are not given Calpol/liquid paracetamol before school, as
this could suppress a femperature which could be a sign of Covid19. If you feel your child needs
paracetamol, they should remain at home.
